Criteria:
Applications for fencing scholarships will be considered according to the following criteria:

1. Residency — Scholarships are to be used only by youth residing in Santa Barbara County
for payment of tuition for fencing instruction at Presidio Fencing Club.

2. Financial need — Applicants must demonstrate financial need.

3. Achievement in Fencing — Applicants need not be experienced fencers, but they must
have taken an introductory fencing course and demonstrate an interest in the sport.
Applicants must set goals for competitive achievement in the sport of fencing and work
towards the fulfillment of those goals.

4. Good moral and ethical character.

Academic Standing — Applicants must maintain a GPA of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale during the

academic year.

2. Provide an explanation of the financial need. Please describe how your child would

benefit from a fencing scholarship.
